Application for Town Green status for Stoke Lodge playing field, Reg No 24.

[ am writing in support of the proposal for Stoke Lodge to be granted Town Green
Status “AS OF RIGHT™.

Before we purchased our first house in 1973 we bought a sheet street map that marked
all the open spaces in green, and looked for a suitable property within easy reach of as
many green spaces as possible. This was because we rate the availability of green
spaces within a city very highly. We bought our first house in Sea Mills, and 8 years
later moved to the above address.

Since then we have seen the Clifton High School playing fields built upon (now
Parry’s Grove), the Smelting works playing fields built upon (now Queen’s gate), and
the University playing fields partially developed into floodlit all weather pitches and a
sports hall. There have been numerous proposals over the years to “improve” or build
upon Stoke Lodge but so far it has survived unscathed.

When our children lived at home we regularly took them to play informal games on
Stoke Lodge, and when they were older they enjoyed the easy access available from
Woodland Grove to meet their friends there and engage in impromptu games of
football etc. We still enjoy strolling across the field and as I write can appreciate the
view of the trees there from my window.

Each year the residents of Woodland Grove hold a community event (garden party or
BBQ) which includes sports on Stoke Lodge field. It brings neighbours together in
friendly competition and promotes community spirit and good neighbourliness. I chair
our Neighbourhood Watch so appreciate the chance to see all members together.

I also chair a Bristol charity which provides counselling and mental health support to
children and young people so am highly aware of how privileged we are in this area
compared with other areas of the city, but am equally aware of how open space is
critically important for good mental (and physical) health.

I understand that the application meets the qualifying criteria but that we now have to
demonstrate we use Stoke Lodge “as of right” rather than “by right”.

As a very law abiding citizen, averse to any risk taking where the law may be
concerned, I can assure all parties that our use of the playing field has always been

“without secrecy”, “without permission”, and “without force”.

1 would therefore wish to urge the decision makers to grant Town Green status to
Stoke Lodge.
