In 1973 my family moved from London to Stoke Bishop and began to enjoy the parkland in the
Spring of that year. We were never denied access, and assumed it was open to the public for
recreation and family use. Our eldest daughter started at Stoke Bishop Primary school that
September, and we remember the school sports days taking place there once or twice as the
athletics tracks were so well marked. We used to celebrate birthday picnics there, fly kites,
walk our dog, and gather all kinds of wild fruits and berries in season. I can report that my
wife has consistently made truly outstanding wines from the damsons and from the elder-
berries we sourced at Stoke Lodge. Today I have 21 bottles of damson, and 4 large flagons of
elderberry - not to mention the blackberry and apple in the freezer!

My wife appreciated the facilities offered by the adult education programme at Stoke Lodge
Centre, and successfully re-upholstered a couple of sprung-seat dining chairs as a result.
From time to time we have attacked the ivy which threatened to choke some of the trees.

In recent years as O.A.P's we continue to enjoy the park and often meet friends there either
walking their dogs or taking their grand-children to the recently installed play area, which is
very popular. During the summers over the last 40 years, the park has been used extensively
by groups of usually well behaved teenagers for all night parties - my wife and I have often
cleared up after them next morning. We have also benefited from collecting firewood from
dead/fallen branches for our wood-burner which has saved us buying a lot more expensive fuel.
Notices erected by the Council purporting to ban unauthorised use have always appeared to
me to be misleading and ill-advised. Years ago in my own experience the City Council claimed
that Broadmead was private property owned by them, and thus could not be used for public
meetings. When taken to task, they admitted their statements had been misleading. I believe
the same to be true in this case.

In my experience, the park is still very well used; it is a pleasure to us to see Cotham school
and junior football clubs using it. The traditional Boxing Day football knock-about with a team
of all ages from St. Mary's church has always been great fun. We generally go on foot, and
access the park through the openings near the roundabout at the top of Druid Hill, through
Cheyne Road, by the changing rooms at West Dene, or via the drive at Stoke Lodge Adult
Education Centre itself. Ebenezer Lane path to Bell Barn Rd has many access points too.

It has always been a superb amenity in addition to our own small garden, and as a largely
unspoiled Edwardian park with most magnificent specimen trees, it forms a hugely important
oasis of green in an increasingly built-up area. There are a number of modernised football
grounds in the area: being reasonably flat, Stoke Lodge is a perfectly satisfactory football
ground in its unimproved state which can be happily shared with local residents as it
continues to be a wonderful local public amenity.
