Statement: We moved to Bell Barn Road in June 1983. We have 3 sons who were then 11,
9 and 4 years old respectively.

Over the following years we all used Stoke Lodge very regularly. We entered it generally by
walking along the footpath running from Bell Barn Road and adjacent to the field. We also
used the entrance from Cheyne Road.

Our activities included informal football and cricket, Frisbee and walking. Our sons had
friends who lived close to or adjacent to Stoke Lodge and in school holidays would be on
Stoke Lodge almost every day. They continued to use Stoke Lodge regularly until they left
home at the age of 18.

Between 1983 and 1995 | was an active runner and used Stoke Lodge as an important area
to train on grass rather than hard pavements.

In 1995 we acquired a Border Collie dog and used Stoke Lodge 2 or 3 times a day for walks
and dog training. This continued until her death in 2010.

In recent years we have used it for walking and more recently taking grandchildren to the
new play area.

There have never been any signs where we entered Stoke Lodge on well used paths. | can
only remember one fairly dilapidated sign facing the car park and can’t remember what it
said.

We have never been challenged or advised that we were not allowed or needed permission.

Our previous house had been very close to Blaise Castle house with easy access and we
had regularly used the open area for play. When we arrived at Bell Barn Road Stoke Lodge
appeared to be the same as Blaise and we used it in a similar way.

Stoke Lodge is a lovely green and informal space. Its use by local sports teams adds to its
character. It needs to remain in its current form for the use by all.
