| have been a resident of Stoke Bishop since 1978 and have used the area of Stoke Lodge
ever since. When | first used the area with my children there were no signs prohibiting
users and | have never been challenged while on site. | have used it for various activities,
mainly with my children for walking, games of ball, kite flying, etc. and for exercise with my
dog. | have also used it for bird watching, and for pure pleasure of being in the fresh air in
a densely populated area. With the loss of the green areas of Clifton High School playing
field and the Smelting Works, now covered with large and numerous properties, this has
remained a much needed green space for local residents, safe from traffic as it has a walled
boundary, but open at various points for access, which has never been denied.

| have been a user of the Adult courses at Stoke Lodge over the years, and also gardened the
walled garden at one stage, but this has been left to become overgrown.

As a local resident | do feel that the Stoke Lodge Parkland is available to use “as of right”
after all these years. Signs were only erected about 20 years ago, and all who | regularly
met on site did not know where they had come from, or who had requested their erection.
No one | know has ever been challenged in accordance with the signs, and | question
whether they have any right to be there.

This area is used a great deal for sport, which is welcomed, but there is room for everyone
and this should be maintained.

My husband and I moved to this address in September 1978, together with our son who was
nearly 2 years old. We subsequently had a daughter. Both children attended Stoke Bishop C
of E Primary School, Cedar Park.

We have used Stoke Lodge continuously over the past 32 years for numerous reasons —
including playing games with the children, children’s parties, bird watching, flown kites,
walked our dog, and Brownie Sports Days. I have taken courses at Stoke Lodge House in
bridge, bird watching and cookery, and we used the walled garden, which contains a rare
medlar tree, for several years as a small allotment. My husband has used Stoke Lodge
through the Rotary Club for charity fund-raising events.

Access has been gained from all access points of Stoke Lodge Parkland — Shirehampton
Road, Parrys Lane, West Dene amd Cheyne Road. We have never been denied access at any
time, and have never seen anyone patrolling the area to control access or usage. We usually
walk from home as it is so close. It is the only open space available to us in Stoke Bishop to
enjoy and take exercise. I met and made many friends when walking our dog round its
perimeter and through the adjacent lanes, and continue to do so, enjoying the fauna and flora,
It has become a regular venue for sport and running/jogging, which has increased in
popularity over the years, while still allowing the public to walk freely around the grounds.
The trees are beautiful and the view across to Kingsweston and the Blaise Estate gives a
feeling of space and freedom in a densely populated area.
